Maths

You are Noah and you have to fill the Ark with animals. You can only take two of each kind of animal.

Choose 6 animals and count them on.  Remember there are two of each animal so it is 6 lots of 2. You should have 12 animals.

If you have toy animals in your house, carry on with this activity counting in 2s – how many animals could you put on Noah’s Ark? Remember 2 of each kind. (lovely photo opportunity!) If you don’t have animals at home, draw them and count them or use other sets of 2.

Challenge: Draw counting 2s on a number line and write the number sentence eg 10 lots of 2 makes 20
