Maths

We are going to think about doubling today. Doubling is the same as multiplying by 2, or adding the same number twice.  

We know 5 + 5 + 10 . That is the same as 2 lots of 5 or double 5.

See if you can double all of the numbers from 1 to 10 ( go further if you want a challenge). You can use something to count with if you want.  (Lulu likes to borrow my clothes pegs!)

English
